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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF

FRIENDS OF ACCION, INC.

The undersigned hereby submits these Articles of Incorporation for the purpose of
fbrming a nonprofit corporation under the laws of the State of North Carolina.

l. The name of the corporation is Friends of Accion, Inc.

2. 'Ihe corporation is a charitable corporation within the meaning of N.C.G.S. $55A-
r -40(4).

3. ' The purpcses for rvhich the corporation is organized are:

(a) To render meaningful support to the charitable activities of Accion in the
Yucatan Peninsula of Mexico with a view to advancing the well being of the people

served and the Christian faith;

(b) To operate exclusively for charitable, educational, scientific and religious
purposes within the meaning of Section 501(cX3) of the lnternal llevenue Code of 1986

or the corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue laws
(hereinafter the "Code"); and

(c) To do anything and everything suitable, proper or incidental to the
foregoing purposes or any ofthem, or anything which may now or hereafter be done by a
non-profit corporation under the laws of North Carolina, so long e.s the corporation does
not engage in any activity or activities not in furtherance of one or more tax-exempt
purposes as contemplated in Section 501(cX3) of the Code.

4. The corporation has not be€n formed for pecuniary profit or financial gain, and no

part of the net earnings of the corporation shall be distributable to or inure to the benefit of its
oflicers or directors or any private person, except that the corporation shall be authorized and

empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and

distributions in furtherance of its purposes as set forth in Article 3 hereof. No substantial part of
the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or c,therwise attempting to
influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in (including the
publication or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for
public office. Notwithstanding any other provision hereofl, the corporation shall not carry on any
other activities not permitted to be carried on (l)by a corporation exempt ftom federal income
tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code or (z)by a corporation to w:rich contributions are

deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code.

5. In the event of the termination, dissolution or winding up of the affairs of the

corporation in any manner or for any reason whatsoever, the directors shall, after paying or
making provision for payment of all liabilities of the corporation, distribute all of the remaining
assers and property of the corporation as the directors shall determine among one or more
organizations which are then exempt from taxation under Section 501(c)t'3) of the Code and to

which contributions are then deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Code. In the event that
the directors shall not direct the disposition of any assets of the corporation, then such assets
shall be distributed to federal, state and local governments to be used exclusively for public
purposes.

6. The corporation shall have no members. The method of election of directors shall
be set forth in the bylaws ofthe corporation,
